EU LABELLING GUIDE FOR CERTIFIED LIQUEUR WINE

(Including Cape Vintage, Cape Tawny or Cape Ruby) 

Mandatory particulars on a 750 ml bottle of certified liqueur (fortified) wine exported to the European Union must be shown as in the example below. These should be grouped in the same visual field and be clearly distinguishable from one another and from all other written and graphic content of the labelling. They must be presented in easily readable, indelible characters large enough to stand out well against the background on which they are printed. The importer's particulars, lot number and sulphites statement need not be in the same visual field as the other compulsory particulars. Keep the lettering of each mandatory particular in the same type and size. 

The indications "Cape Vintage", "Cape Ruby" and "Cape Tawny" (in the place of "port") are not mandatory, but if certified for and used, must be indicated as shown below. They can not be used in the place of "liqueur wine". Neither can "fortified wine" be used in the place of "liqueur wine". The indications below usually appear on the back label. You may repeat any of these on the front label, for example "Cape Vintage". 

Please note that this information is provided as a simple guide and is not definitive.
